3 - Claim that all the historic churches and monasteries were built by the
local Albanians, who were their ancestors, forgetting that during the 8th-
to 14 centuries they converted to Islam and could hardly have built any
of these monuments!

4 - If, for any reason, monuments or events cannot be claimed as being their
own, just destroy and forget them.
